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POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

1.0 MEMBERSHIP

Region 1A membership consists of the schools assigned by the Minnesota State High School League to Region 1A.  Assigned schools have been divided into four Administrative Sub-Regions.

2.0 PHILOSOPHY
Region 1A is part of the Minnesota State high School League and, as such, will adopt the League’s philosophy, standards, policies and rules.
3.0 LOCAL SCHOOL REPRESENTATIVES


At the beginning of the League’s fiscal year, the governing board of each members school shall designate two (2) representatives who are  authorized to vote for the member school at all Region meetings and on mail ballots where member schools are called upon to vote.  One of the designated representatives shall be a member of the school’s governing board and the other shall be an administrator or full-time member of the school.
4.0 REGION 1A COMMITTEE ORGANIZATION
A. Voting membership shall be twelve (12) members.  No school shall have more than one representative on the Region Committee. 
B. The term of office shall be four years.  Committee members serving a full term shall not be eligible for reelection or appointment to succeed themselves.  They may be eligible for future election or appointment.

C. Chief official of the committee shall be the chairperson.

D. A quorum shall consist of 50% of all members.

E. A majority vote of those present, assuming a quorum, shall be sufficient for approval.

5.0 REGION COMMITTEE

The Region Committee shall be composed of twelve (12) persons: two (2) Board of Education or designee; two (2) Superintendent or designee; two (2) Principals; two (2) Athletic Directors; two (2) coaches, one representing girls and one representing boys; and two (2) fine arts representatives, one representing music and one representing OAP and speech.
6.0 POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE REGION COMMITTEE

The Region Committee shall be responsible for the immediate and general supervision of all events, and the planning, controlling and managing of all interscholastic activities of the Region.  However, the power to determine eligibility, to interpret eligibility rules and/or to penalize schools for rule infractions shall rest with the MSHSL and not the Region Committee.

The Region Committee shall:

6.1 Call the annual meeting of the Region to be held either in the fall or the spring.  The committee may organize sub-region meetings in place of annual Region meetings.

6.2 Call meetings for the committee members or special activity groups as it deems necessary.

6.3 Elect a chairperson and vice-chairperson and determine his/her responsibilities.

6.4 Keep complete minutes of all meetings of the Region and the Region Committee.

6.5 Furnish a full report of all proceedings of the Committee meetings to members of the Region and the League office.

6.6 Report the names of committee members with assignments, to the MSHSL office immediately after the annual meeting and when vacancies are filled.

6.7 Fill vacancies which may occur on the Committee by appointment of a replacement or at the discretion of the Committee to hold a special election to fill the position until the next annual meeting of the Region at which time a new election for the unexpired term shall be held.
6.8 Fill a vacancy in the representative  assembly by appointing one of its members to fill the position for the remainder of the unexpired term.

6.9 Keep accurate records of receipts and disbursements of Region 1A funds and report annually the status of such funds to members of the Region and the League office.

6.10 Provide for an annual audit.

6.11 Pay the necessary expenses of the delegate(s) to official meetings of the Representative Assembly.

6.12 Perform such other duties as may properly come before the Committee.

6.13 The Region may employ a non-voting Executive Secretary and non-voting Sub-Region Coordinators on a yearly basis.

6.14 Committee members and advisors will be reimbursed per Appendix.

6.15 Committee must evaluate the Region Executive Secretary yearly and submit evaluation to the MSHSL.’

6.16 Set an annual Calendar for Region 1A activities.  The calendar will be published as early as possible to aid schools in setting their calendars.

6.17 Future calendars and dates will take into consideration State Testing dates and the Region is to schedule around the testing dates.  (1-7-04)

7.0 REGION MEETINGS & SUB-REGION MEETINGS

An Annual meeting shall be held either in the fall or in the spring for the following purposes:

7.1 To develop general plans for the conducting of Region events.
7.2 Special meetings may be called at the direction of the Region Committee.
7.3 Each member school is entitled to two (2) votes.

7.4 All Region Committee meetings are posted under the Region 1A link on the league web site.  
7.5 Annual Meeting (10-13-04)

a. There will be individual meetings for coaches of all sports and fine arts activities sponsored by Region 1A.

b. The goal of the meetings is to provide coaches input on individual events and tournaments. The Region 1A Activity Recommendation Form must be used for committee consideration.
c. The decisions by the coaches are recommendations to the Committee and don’t become official until the Committee approves them.

d. Only recommendations that have been discussed and voted on at the annual meeting will be considered.  The discussion on the issue is a crucial part of the recommendation. (10-13-04)
8.0 POLICY ON PUBLIC COMMENTS AT COMMITTEE MEETINGS

The business of the Minnesota State High School League shall be conducted at meetings of the Region 1A Committee.  Meetings of the Committee are open to the public.  Persons interested in speaking to an agenda item must contact the Chairperson or the Executive Secretary prior to the meeting and indicate the topic they wish to address.    Public speakers will be called upon at the public comment section of the agenda.

Guidelines for Public Comments at Region Committee Meetings:

- Each speaker will be allowed five (5) minutes for his/her presentation

- When there are many speakers to be heard, the Chair may shorten this time limit

- Undue interruption or other interference with the orderly conduct of the Committee business will not be allowed.  Defamatory, abusive or demeaning remarks are out of order.
- Committee members may question a speaker or comment in response to the speaker’s remarks.
9.0 MSHSL BOARD OF DIRECTORS

9.1 The management of the affairs of the MSHSL shall be vested in a board of directors consisting of twenty (20) directors of which one will represent Regions 1A and 2A.

9.2 By agreement between Region 1A and 2A Committees, the two regions alternate terms on the board of directors.  Each term on the MSHSL board is four (4) years.
               9.3  Method of election:

1.   A director shall be elected every fourth year by member schools of the area.  The election shall be conducted between March 1 and May 1.  Each member school has two (2) votes to be cast by the designated school representatives.

2. Election rotation: Directorship rotates between Region 1A and 2A;  2015-2019 Region 2A, 2019-2023 Region 1A.
3. Each member school may nominate one candidate.  The candidate shall be an individual who is eligible to be a designated school representative.

4. The Committee of Region 1A shall establish an election committee, establish election procedures and conduct the election.
10.0 REGION 1A MEMBERSHIP ON MSHSL REPRESENTATIVE ASSEMBLY

Region 1A representatives to the MSHSL Representative Assembly shall be members of the Region 1A Committee.  The 3 person membership will be:
1 – administrator , 1 – non administrator , 1 – member at large 
11.0 REGION COMMITTEE TOURNAMENT RESPONSIBILITY

11.1 Set dates for tournaments.

11.2 Set admission prices.

11.3 Approve format for all tournaments.

11.4 Rule on any special problems pertaining to the organization of tournaments.

11.5 Select meet/tournament managers.

11.6 Approve site and confirm with site management.

11.7 Determine placement of teams in competitive Sub-Sections.

12.0   TOURNAMENT MANAGER DUTIES – All Activities
The following duties are the responsibility of all tournament managers:
12.1 Reserve the sites for scheduled dates.

12.2 Managers cannot change dates of  scheduled tournament events without permission of the Region Committee.

12.3   
 Prepare and distribute an official tournament bulletin to all schools, media, and Executive Secretary.

12.4   
 Arrange for seeding, using MSHSL policy.

12.5  
 Make sure all tournament officials hired are certified, registered and have no conflict of interest with any schools participating.  The tournament manager will also assign hired officials (EX: net and lines for volleyball, plate and bases for softball and baseball, etc.).  These assignments should not be left to officials the day of the event.

12.6   
 Prepare an official program.

12.7  
  Hire workers (ticket sellers, official score book, bench personnel, etc.).
12.8  
 Arrange for a trainer and/or medical emergency help if applicable. Know location of AED (defibrillator) at each tournament location and  know how to use them.

12.9
Make all facility arrangements (dressing rooms, practice areas, etc.)
12.10
Request checks for workers in writing from the Executive Secretary. Workers are to be paid by individual schools.
12.11
OFFICIALS MUST SUBMIT A SIGNED INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR FORM TO THE TOURNAMENT MANAGER PRIOR TO THE TOURNAMENT.

12.12     Arrange for presentation of awards following championship.  Use the awards presentation in the Region Handbook.  Open awards when they arrive from and be sure they are correct.  Report problems to the 

Executive Secretary.  Whenever possible, a Committee member is 
to be in attendance to help with the awards presentation.

12.13
All-academic teams, all-section teams or any other coaches association awards are not to be part of the official awards presentation.

12.14
Tournament  Managers shall be present at all games under his/her control; that should be their only duty during the tournament; and, coaches should not if possible be a manager of a tournament or site during the season they are coaching
12.15
Send a complete financial report to the sub-region coordinator at the conclusion of the event.  Pay no expenses out of receipts.  You should use individual tickets and record the first and last number of the tickets sold.

12.16
Report tournament scores or results to appropriate media after event.  The tournament manager is responsible for entering the scores on the MSHSL web site after each event.

The tournament site-manager should arrange for a Tournament Rules Committee

12.17     The Tournament Rules Committee shall be comprised of the tournament manager/site manager, who will serve as the committee chair and a member of the committee, and two experienced coaches from the Section.  The tournament manager shall name the committee in advance of the first round of play at that site and will notify all participating schools of the committee’s membership prior to the start of competition.  The committee shall remain the same throughout the 
tournament at that site unless one of the committee members has a team or individual participant involved in a dispute, in which case the tournament manager shall replace that member of the committee.
12.18
Each tournament manager shall have a copy of the MSHSL Official Handbook, the MSHSL Rules and Policies Manual for that sport or event and a copy of the rules book (playing rules) for that event for review by the Tournament Rules Committee at the site of the event.

The committee shall hear all appeals regarding alleged violations other than rules of the game as decided/called/interpreted by the official (referee, umpire) assigned to the contest.

Bylaw 407 states that “Protests against decisions of contest officials will not be honored.”

12.19
Rules Committee process for reporting a violation:

a. Alleged violations, other than interpretations by and decisions of the contest officials, must be reported to the site manager or the tournament manager immediately before play resumes or prior to the next scheduled round.  The site manager or the tournament manager will determine how the allegation will be handled prior to the resumption of play.

b. The site manager will inform the tournament manager of the alleged violation.

c. The tournament manager shall convene the rules committee to address the allegation and render a decision prior to the next round of competition in that sport or event at that site.  In addition, the tournament manager shall immediately contact the MSHSL director, by phone or by pager, who has responsibility for that sport or event to discuss the issues relevant to a proper interpretation of MSHSL by laws, policies or regulations alleged to have been violated.

d. The committee shall consider all testimony from the individual, school, participant, including the game official, in order to gather relevant data to make their decision.

e. The committee’s decision shall be communicated to the participating team/individual representatives immediately following their deliberations.

f. A written report of the committee’s decision shall be forwarded to the Region Secretary and the MSHSL staff person responsible for that sport or event.

g. Prior to the start of the competition in any sport or event at any tournament site, the site manager shall have the following items available for review at the tournament site:
1. The most current MSHSL Official Handbook.

2. The most current MSHSL Rules and Policies for that sport or event.

3. The most current NFHS or MSHSL sponsored rulebook for that event.

4. The telephone number and pager number of the MSHSL staff person responsible for that sport or event.

5. The telephone number and address for the Region Secretary responsible for administering the tournament.  (1A - Brad Johnson, 3570 Stone Point Drive NE, Rochester, MN  5906; 507-993-7856)
6. All documents submitted to participating teams/individuals that detail the manner in which the tournament shall be conducted.

13.0  TOURNAMENT FORMAT

Region 1A uses a variety of formats to allow for the best type of format for each sport or activity.  When the format for any tournament is to be changed, said change shall be effective for a minimum of two years.

14.0  REGION ONE A PASS POLICY
14.1     Region 1A Passes:  The only passes the Region  issues are passes for the 12

            Committee  members, past Committee members, Tournament Managers, the Executive Secretary, and Media representatives.
14.2     School Officials Passes:  The committee will issue four (4) School Officials passes per school that can be used at Sub-Section and Section Tournaments.  Non-Administrative schools that participate in Region One A will be issued two (2) passes.  The primary purpose for these passes is for admittance into Sub-Section and Section Tournaments when school officials assist tournament personnel with supervision.
15.0 
AWARDS

15.1      Trophies for Section or Sub Section  Tournaments will be shipped directly to the  Tournament Managers by Trophies Plus..
15.2 Medals for Section tournaments will be shipped directly to the  Tournament Managers by Trophies Plus.
15.3 Only awards approved by the MSHSL can be awarded.
16.0 
DIVISION OF REGION FOR TOURNAMENT COMPETITION
The Region Committee and the MSHSL will determine Sub-Sections and other placements in the Region and other Regions for tournament competition.  
17.0
DISTRIBUTION OF REGION FUNDS FOLLOWING THE END OF THE PAST FISCAL YEAR – 2022-2023
The distribution of funds for existing member schools will be determined by the Region Committee at the end of each fiscal year.  Region 1A  uses the following procedure for the distribution of funds: each school receives a proportional amount based upon mileage to Sub-Section and Section events during the school year.  Schools may include 1 band bus if the band played at a Sub-Section or Section contests.  (NOTE: No fan buses or coaches meetings.)

Note: Schools must submit their mileage requests to the Executive Secretary by July 1 each year.

18.0 
BANDS AND PERFORMING GROUPS AT TOURNAMENTS

18.1 
Bands at Sub-Section and Section Tournaments

a. 
All members in uniform (matching uniforms, sweaters, shirts) will be admitted with no cost when the enter with their director.

b.
Bands must be in uniform or matching attire.

c.
Schools must notify the tournament manager by noon of the day they will play.

d.
Manager will inform the directors which door they are to enter and make  seating arrangements.

e.
Bands should be at Mayo Civic ready to play one-half hour before the starting time of the game or match.

18.2 All members must enter as a group at the pass gate.

18.3 Performing groups must obtain permission to perform from the tournament manager.

18.4 Noisemakers at Tournaments: Bells, sirens, whistles, drums or unusual noisemakers will not be permitted.

18.5 Use of confetti is not allowed at all Section contests.
18.6 Signs are permitted: however, signs shall not be derogatory but shall be in good taste.      
18.7 Cheerleaders – All who were regularly rostered to cheer during season may cheer.  State guidelines will be followed.    
18.8 Student fans will not be allowed to sit behind opposing teams’ benches.  Students are to remain seated during the games.
18.9
The home team on the scoreboard will play the National Anthem at Mayo Civic.  If they are unable to or do not want to, the visiting team on the scoreboard will play the Anthem.  If a vocalist is available, the home team must agree to give up playing the Anthem. (10-13-04)
19.0 POLICY FOR RESCHEDULING FINE ARTS EVENTS

19.1 All Sub-Section and Section Fine Arts events are scheduled by the Region Committee.

19.2 Any changes to those schedules must be approved by the Region Committee.

19.3 In case of severe weather the following procedure will be in effect:

1) The safety of students, advisors and fans will be the first consideration.

2) No event can be canceled without the host school contacting their Sub-Region Coordinator or the Executive Secretary.

3) No event can be rescheduled without contacting the Sub-Region Coordinator.

4) Rescheduling will try to provide a date and site that will accommodate all of the participating schools.

5) If an individual school schedules an event without prior approval of the Sub-Region Coordinator, no expenses will be paid by the Region nor will awards be given, nor will students advance to the next event if there is one.

20.0   JOINT TOURNAMENTS BETWEEN REGION 1A & REGION 1AA

20.1
Volleyball Tournament: Times for the finals will alternate between Regions.  Each Region may conduct an advance ticket sale with the monies staying with said Region.  The Mayo Arena sales and expenses will be split 50/50. Each Region will hire their own officials and bench/table officials.  
20.2
Wrestling Tournament:  Wrestling expenses and receipts for the Team and Individual Tournaments will be 
split 70/30.

20.3
Visual Arts: Expenses will be split 60/40.
21.0      EXECUTIVE SECRETARY RESPONSIBILITIES

21.1   Region Committee Meetings

a.    Make reservations for Committee meetings

b.    Plan with the Committee chairperson the agenda for meeting.

c.     Send an agenda and notes to Committee members

21.2    Minutes

a. Keep minutes of meetings and post minutes to member schools, Committee members and the MSHSL.

b. Keep a file of MSHSL and Region 1A minutes and keep Committee members informed of pertinent data in the minutes.

21.3    Finances
a. At each meeting, present to the Region 1A Committee a current financial report.

b. Upon approval of the Committee, invest monies in the best interest of the Region schools.

c. Collect and deposit all monies received by the Region from tournaments, other Regions and other sources.

d. Issue all checks to pay Region obligations for tournaments, meetings and other operating expenses.

e. Report to the MSHSL the financial condition as is required by the MSHSL and the Minnesota State Auditor.

21.4    Minnesota State High School League (MSHSL)
a. Inform the MSHSL of Section tournaments, sites, dates and managers.

b. Inform MSHSL of Committee membership.

c. Inform MSHSL of delegates to the Representative Assembly.

d. Help the Committee set up the election process for Area 1, Region 1A and 2A members to the MSHSL Board of Directors.  This position is elected once every four years .
21.5     Region 1A

a. Help the Committee establish and conduct election of Committee members according to MSHSL rules.

b. Help the Committee establish and conduct election of MSHSL Representative Assembly according to MSHSL rules.

c. Help the Committee (as directed) to carry out  its charge.

21.6     Tournament Duties

a. Act as liaison between the tournament managers and Region Committee.

b. Assist tournament managers in any way possible to conduct their tournaments.

c. Be responsible for entering information on the MSHSL website.

21.7
Executive Secretary to be reimbursed expenses as per appendix for 1A and MSHSL meeting that he/she is required to attend.

21.8
The Executive Secretary will have an annual evaluation.  A (4) person committee consisting of the 2 Committee superintendents and the 2 Committee principals will conduct the evaluation.  All Committee members may submit comments to the committee by the March meeting.   The 4 sub-committee members will meet and using the agreed upon form, develop a formal written evaluation of the Executive Secretary by the April Committee meeting.  The format will become an annual procedure and part of policy. (1-17-01)

23.0     CONFLICT OF INTEREST POLICY

Any representative of the MSHSL who has the authority to sell, purchase, or lease goods and/or services shall not have a personal, financial or professional interest in, or gain, or benefit from the sale, purchase, or lease of any goods or services.

League employees and officers shall not offer or accept gifts and gratuities, contributions, political favors or other such incentives, which may conflict with the interests of the League assets.  League representatives shall not direct or influence the sale, purchase or lease of any goods or services where a conflict of interest exists

Refreshment expenses for Sub Section and Section events are not to exceed $75.00.  More can be spent by local schools hosting an event but a booster club or school itself will have to pay any amount over  $75.00.
25.0     SALE OF T-SHIRTS AND MERCHANDISE AND MISC. FUND-RAISERS AT SECTION EVENTS

25.1  
No merchandise (t-shirts, leotards, cups, souvenirs, programs, etc.) will be sold at Section or Sub-Section contests without the prior approval of the 1A Committee.  Only sport specific items will be approved.
25.2
No merchandise like small basketballs or footballs can be sold.  These are items that could be a safety issue during an event.

25.3
Raffles or free throw contests or any other fund raisers are not allowed at Sub-Section or Section events.
25.4
Prior approval pertains to individual booster clubs also.

25.5
The host site has the rights to food concessions.

25.6
Independent or private vendors will be charged a percentage (up to 30%) of their total sales and the money will go to Region 1A.

25.7
Any vendor selling at Section or Sub-Section contests without prior approval will be asked to leave the site.

25.8
Permission to sell items with the MSHSL logo must be received from League office and the permission must be passed on the Executive Secretary.

25.9
When a Section event is held at a high school site, that school may sell their own merchandise items (shirts, hats, sweatshirts, etc.) that were sold during the regular season.  Permission to sell those items must be obtained from the Executive Secretary prior to the start of the event.  (2-8-06)
26.0     CERTIFIED MEDICAL PERSONNEL AT GAMES

The Region Committee strongly recommends but does not mandate the presence of certified medical personnel at all interscholastic games/contests.  Certified medical personnel include: Physician (M.D.), Certified Athletic Trainer, Emergency Medical Technician (E.M.T.), paramedic, persons who hold current Red Cross, Advance First Aid Cards (74 hour course).  However, the Committee realizes that certified medical personnel are not practical at all events.
Role of the certified medical personnel shall be: To protect the health and safety of the athlete and to provide appropriate medical care by functioning within the levels of their medical education/training when dealing with first aid, triage, return to play or action decisions.

27.0    STUDENT AND FAN CONDUCT AT SUB-SECTION & SECTION EVENTS

MSHSL handbook states: Article I, Section II: Conduct of Teams, Students and Spectators.

School officials shall be held responsible for the proper conduct of teams, team members and home spectators regardless of where the contest is being held. Schools should annually review with their student bodies the schools’ sportsmanship policies and student conduct policies.  Students whose conduct is offensive and unacceptable may be asked to leave the tournament site.

These minimum behavior expectations provide a foundation upon which our schools can help their student and adult fans determine what behavior is acceptable at Region 1A events.
27.1 
Respect the American flag and the National Anthem.
27.2 
The use of appropriate language is expected at all times. Profanity, negative chants, booing, trash talk, name calling, personal attacks or other acts of disrespect are unacceptable and must be immediately addressed by school administrators.

27.3
Respect the game/contest.  Under no condition shall anyone other than the members of the official squad enter the playing surface.  No one may interfere with the contest.
27.4
Artificial noise makers (i.e. megaphones, cowbells, sirens, whistles, thunder sticks, drums, and other items) are not allowed.  Band instruments used individually or used by a small group are considered noisemakers and are not to be used when the game is in progress.  Laser lights are strictly prohibited.
27.5    
Hand held signs will be permitted if they are in good taste.  Signs that

        
 contest/tournament officials deem to be in poor taste will be removed.

27.6

31.0   ACADEMICS, ARTS, AND ATHLETICS  AWARD (AAA)

31.1  Purpose of the Program:
To recognize and honor high school seniors who have excelled in the classroom, on the athletic field and in a fine arts activity such as instrumental/vocal music, drama, debate or speech.

To elevate academic standards and create greater awareness of MSHSL sponsored activities and their values (ex: sportsmanship, perseverance, teamwork, self discipline, loyalty and cooperation).
To provide member schools of the MSHSL with an opportunity to participate in a statewide program which supports, promotes and recognizes academic and extra-curricular achievements.

31.2  Nomination Criteria:
a. Be a high school senior at the time of nomination.  Nomination will be limited to two qualifying students per school – one male, one female.

b. Have a cumulative GPA of 3.0 or higher at the date of nomination.

c. Have participated and made contributions to a MSHSL sponsored athletic program and a fine arts activity.

d. Exhibit citizenship and be respected individuals in their home communities.
e. Exemplify the highest standards of sportsmanship, ethical conduct and moral character.

31.3  Student Nomination Process: 
Each school will select a male and a female to serve as the AAA representative for their high school.

31.4  Selection Process:
a. A committee of high school principals from each Sub-Region will chair the four Sub-Region Selection Committees.

b. The committee will not read credentials from students from their own Sub-Regions.

c. Assignment of committees reading credentials will be done by the Executive Secretary.

d. Time schedule to be determined by the MSHSL.

e. The Sub-Region nominees will be introduced and presented the Sub-Region awards at a time determined by the nominee’s school .  The Region winners will be recognized at the Girls/Boys Section BB Final tournament games.

31.5 AAA Voting Procedure (10-13-04)
The selections will be made at a 1A Committee meeting. A Sub-Committee will rank each of the 4 male candidates and each of the 4 female candidates.  The league’s AAA Evaluation Procedures will be used.   The Sub-Committee will recommend the winners to the entire committee.  Formal action by the committee will finalize the male and female winners.  The Executive Secretary will notify the winners and explain the process for the distribution of awards, the recognition ceremony, the State AAA Banquet and on-court ceremony.

When seeding Section or Section Tournaments, the Section must adopt one of the following three seeding options. With either Face to Face or Electronic, there should be criteria established by which coaches are to rank the teams.
Option 1

Face to Face (in person or virtual):  Coaches meet and share information about their team and rank all teams except their own.  When voting, one high score and one low score for each team is not counted, unless there are seven or fewer teams competing, then all scores will be used.  Points are totaled and the lowest point total is the high seed, etc.


If there is a tie, the following criteria are used in order until the tie is broken:

1. Head –to-head competition


2. The ranking the tied teams gave each other is dropped and the remainder of scores are used.


3. The MSHSL Approved Point System*


4. Coin Flip


Notes:

-All rankings are shared so that all coaches can see how each team ranked each of the other teams.

- If there is a tie, head-to-head competition cannot be used as a tie breaker if the winner of that

Option 2


Electronic (Email vote, digital ballot, etc.): Coaches may conduct a meeting where they share information

About their team, or the information is shared electronically.

point total is the high seed, etc.

MSHSL Approved Point System*:  All seeding shall be conducted by the MSHSL Approved Point System.  


This point system will give a school points for victories based on the size of school of the opponent and the season


record of the opponent.  Ties are broken by the MSHSL Approved Point System, which includes a tie breaker.


To be seeded when using the MSHSL Approved Point System team must play a minimum of 70% of the


allowable number of games for that sport.  If not, they are seeded last.  If more than one team falls into this


category, they will be placed at the bottom, in the order of the MSHSL Approved Point System scores.  The


number of contests that must be played by sport: Football 6;Basketball, Hockey, and Volleyball 18; 


Baseball and Softball 14; Soccer 11; Lacrosse 9.


Forfeiture Policy – Before Seeding/After Seeding

The MSHSL Approved Point System* may be used when there are forfeits, unless there are two or more forfeits

in football; or three or more forfeits in other sports.   When either of those occur, the seeding for the section 

tournament must be done as described below.  There are five possible scenarios which may impact the seeding

of teams.

Scenarios:



1. A team forfeits regular season games before seeding takes place.



2. A team forfeits regular season games after seeding takes place.



3. A team forfeits the right to participate in the tournament after seeding takes place.



4. A team is added to the tournament after seeding takes place.



5. A significant number of players are declared ineligible for the tournament after



the seeding takes place.



Note: When possible, seeding should be based on tournament team strength.

Procedures:

Each procedure below is specific to the corresponding numbered scenario listed above.

1. If a Section has pre-determined that seeding by MSHSL Approved Point System will be used, and 

forfeitures during the regular season occur, the Section may choose any of the approved methods

for seeding.

2. No change in seeds due to game planning factors such as dates; locations, transportation; officials;

film exchange, etc.

3. The tournament manager will assign new seeds by deleting the team that forfeits and adjusting
Other seeds accordingly. For example - #1 will receive a by in an 8 team tournament and teams move up.

4. The tournament manager will assign the new team to a seed based on MSHSL Approved Point System

(if used) or the teams season record in comparison to the other teams if there is not a point system.

The other seeds are adjusted accordingly, and the schedule and sites are changed based on the new seedings.

5. No change in seeds since the perceived  strength of the tournament team could be  impacted for many

reasons.  The team will play according to their original seed.
